Glioblastomas(GBM) or a  “Grade IV” Astrocytoma comprise 23% of primary brain tumors in the U.S., and are the most 

commonly diagnosed brain tumor in adults aged 45-74.  Men are more frequently diagnosed with glioblastoma multi-

forme than women, although this disease does not discriminate.  GBM infiltrates into surrounding brain tissue making 

it extremely difficult to treat.  Average survival rate of a GBM is just 12 to 15 months, with few patients surviving longer 

than three years.  GBM is considered one of the deadliest of human cancers.  Approximately 22,000 people will be 

diagnosed and approximately 13,000 will die from Glioblastoma this year alone.  Currently, there is no known cure 

for the disease.
